Facilities and Site Furnishings

Appropriate material selection and site design for the
Guanella Pass Scenic and Historic Byway are critical to
maintain the desired character of the Byway’s built environ-
ment. Guidelines should ensure a well planned and exe-
cuted image of consistency. reflect the rich mining history
of the region. and provide basic needs and safety for the sce-
nic byway visitor. Facilities and site furnishings are limited
in the initial development phases for Guanella Pass. Guide-
lines will address replacement opportunities in future pro-
jects. Facilities and site furnishings should:

— Be located. planned. and designed with respect for the
natural systems in which they reside,

— Aesthetically integrate their natural, cultural. and ex-
periential context.

— Contain design elements. including appropriate signs.
which reinforce a national agency identity.

— Emphasize efficiency of energy and materials con-
sumption in construction and operation.

— Serve as premier examples to inferpret conservation
of natural resources and sustainable development.

— Create environments for people to enjoy and gain in-
creased appreciation for the natural environment.
