A lot
has taken place since our last newsletter/meeting. What follows are some of
the more important issues the board wishes to bring to your attention.

SUMMER GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING/PICNIC

COVENANT REFERENDUM UPDATE

A few months ago all property owners within Woodsid e Units 2, 3 and 4 were
mailed a referendum packet asking to approve extend  ing our covenants in
perpetuity. 239 packets were sent to the owners of the 257 residential lots
making up Units 2, 3 and 4 (two lots, the Equestria  n Center and the Ball Field,
were excluded from the mailing). As of this newslet ter, 159 responses have
been returned: 153 for approval and 6 against. Per  our covenants, 60% of all
lot owners must reply in favor for the referendum t 0 pass. That's 155 positive
responses. We are close, but we need to hear fromt  hose who have not yet
responded. If you still have the packet, please rev  iew the information, mark




your preference and return it as soon as possible. If the packet’'s been
misplaced, or you did not receive one, please conta  ct the Board Secretary
(Cathy Banks at 303-838-0827) and a replacement one  will be sent to you. Our
covenants define our community. Not allowing them t 0 expire preserves and
enhances the desirability and value of living withi n Woodside Park, Units 2, 3
and 4.

PINE BEETLE SPRAYING

Over 2500 trees within Woodside were treated in Jun e by Safari Tree Service
in response to our spraying campaign. The beetles w ill be flying soon, from
mid July to late August/early September. While not 100% guaranteed, the
spraying will act as a deterrent to any beetles tha  t make it our way. Remember,
minimize the cutting of any live trees during the t ime the beetles fly. Fresh cut
wood attracts these pests. We’'ll keep you abreast of any new information
regarding this issue as it comes our way.

EQUESTRIAN CENTER (EC) WORK DAY

On May 24™, several of our neighbors spent the day finishing up repairs to the
EC's fencing. A special thanks to Jim Goins, Don Ha  ner, Allan Byrne, Bob
Ficklin, Dawn Swinehart, Ken Evridge, Doug Armstron g and Bob Banks for
giving up their Saturday to help get this work done . Our volunteers make our
community such a great place to live. We'll be doin g some additional work on
the stalls and barn as well as the trails in the ne  ar future.

PETS RUNNING LOOSE

We have received several complaints concerning dogs running loose on the
trails and roads within the community. Please keep your dog on a leash if you
are walking or riding your horse. This helps preven t possible injuries to other
walkers and riders and ensures your animal does not trespass onto other
peoples’ property. And take note, both Park and Jef  ferson Counties have
mandatory leash laws regarding dogs not confined to their owner’s property.
Failure to abide by these leash laws could resulti  n punitive action by the
respective county authorities.

WOODSIDE WATER ASSOCIATION DUES

All Woodside residents, Units 1 through 6, are memb  ers of the Woodside Park
Water User’s Association. This is NOT an optional m  embership. By virtue of



your owning a home within Woodside, you ARE a membe r and the dues ARE
mandatory. The water users association exists to en  sure compliance with the
water usage agreement for our development. The dues we pay support the
association’s water management efforts. A yearly us er's report is prepared by
the association board based on responses returned b y the membership. This
report is forwarded to Colorado State water officia Is and attests to Woodside’s
compliance in not using more than our allotted wate r amount.
